12. Ministry Supplies
We will open a ministry
supplies center to bring
much needed supplies to the
local churches at subsidized
or discounted prices. ltems
include Bibles, tracts, Bible
Study resources, Children’s
ministry curriculum &
costumes, ministry helps &
idea books, certificates, and
printshop services including
photocopies, book-binding,
laminating, and poster printing.
