The booklet collator and poster printer are working.  
The collator will do 3000 booklets an hour.  Then, we 
just run them through the stapler / folder and we have a 
booklet.  What a time saver, and it is more accurate than 
doing it by hand.  The poster printer will make 42” wide 
posters for  a couple bucks a foot.  This is a boon to 
pastors promoting events and campaigns.  We do about 
three packets of campaign fl yers and posters a week.  A 
typical packet includes 1000 handbills and 100 11x17 
posters all in two color on our Risograph. The cost is 
less than $4 and the Pastors are really happy with the 
service.- helping them promote their events.
